No Sol on the Costa 
 
During May the Costa del Sol did not live up to its reputation of having 330 days of sunshine annually.  

However, things are looking up for June with 
the 10 day weather forecast predicting plenty of sunshine and warm temperatures.  Records show that 
the weather in the Marbella area in June is mild with daytime temperatures reaching an average of 
26°C and falling to 17°C at night.

Monday 12th June 
 
Our offices will be closed on 12th June to celebrate the Fiesta of San Bernabé, the partron saint of 
Marbella.

Emergency!  Emergency! 

The last thing you want to think about when relaxing in Spain is what to do in an emergency.  But 
emergencies can happen and it’s much better to know what to do or where to call should they happen 
to you.  Dialling 902 102 112 will get you through to the national control centre of the Policia Nacional 
where you will be able to ask to speak to someone in English.  The national centre is open 24hours a 
day and you will be able to report many of the most common incidents, e.g. loss of documents, 
burglary, and bag snatching.  One of our clients even used the service when one of his party went 
missing overnight (returning safely the following morning, I am pleased to say!).  However, some 
incidents need to be reported in person at a police station and the control centre will advise you about 
this.
